February 21, 2014, at 9:00 a.m. in the Cleveland Municipal Council Room.

CALL TO ORDER 

The meeting was called to order by the Chairman, Lou Patten, at 9:05 a.m.    

 

ROLL CALL 
The Chairman called the roll and is recorded above as Members Present.     

 

ACCEPTANCE OF MINUTES 

Chairman Patten called for a motion to accept the minutes from the January 24, 2014, meeting.  

Verrill Norwood so moved, seconded by LeRoy Rymer and was unanimously passed.   

 

UPDATES 

Army Aviation Heritage Foundation Event 

Chairman Patten advised a detailed email was received from the Army Aviation Heritage Foundation.  

In the email, it states if the minimum number of riders is not reached, then we will be responsible for the 

shortfall.  With the Gotham Car event scheduled, he feels this event should be pushed back in order to 

line up a sponsor to help in case there is shortfall.  Board Member Mr. Rymer likes the program, but 
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admits he did not like the idea of being liable for possibly a large sum of money.  Board Member 

DeVault agrees and suggested preselling tickets or finding a sponsor.  She hates to see it postponed, and 

would like to have a plan made even if a date isn’t set.  She wants Mark to go ahead and create a plan to 

make it an event, and then bring it back to the Authority.  Chairman Patten suggested having the Army 

Aviation Heritage Foundation make another presentation at the Jetport to potential sponsors.   

 

Board Member Rymer asked Taylor Newman if he felt they could get the 150 riders needed.  Taylor 

thinks it is a high number to hit; a pre-sale with a lot of marketing would be necessary. Crystal Air has 

managed that number, but that was at $15 per person and not $65 per person.  He suggested having this 

in conjunction with another event that way you would draw more people.    

 

Mark advised AAHF’s calendar is filling up fast for spring and summer.  Board Member DeVault feels 

it needs to be held in the fall and would like him to try to set a tentative date for October.   

 

Gotham Cars Event 

Mark Fidler announced he received the Gotham Cars contract which is based on $2,500 per day with an 

additional $10 for each person over 125 riders.  At the present time, they are scheduled for June 6
th

th
 and August 28

th
, 29

th
, 30

th
 and September 1

st
.  Board Member DeVault would like the 

opportunity to review the contract.  Mark noted one discrepancy.  They had mentioned a $10 million 

policy and the contract he received indicated a $1 million policy.  In recent talks with Eric from Gotham 

Cars, $10 million is not their normal amount.  Board Member DeVault said a larger amount could be 

requested if we wanted it.     

 

Board Member DeVault will review the contract and provide any comments or questions she has.  She 

would like John Kimball to review and comment as well.  She and Lou share a concern about the second 

event being held over Labor Day.  She would like to see if there are termination provisions.  Mark stated 

he voiced his concern about the two events being so close together and whether Labor Day weekend 

would be a money making event.  As of right now, Labor Day weekend is tentative with no firm 

commitment.   

 

Terminal Fundraising 

Chairman Patten reported terminal fundraising total pledges to date are $311,400; total donations 

received are $145,400; pledges that are presently due (due at different times of the year) are $42,000; 

and future pledges due total $124,000 over the next few years.  Notices have gone out and we will be 

following up on those to make sure they are collected.  Board Member DeVault stated the George 

Johnson Foundation only does one year at a time donations.  She suggests they go ahead and ask again 

for this next year.  She also feels a new fundraising letter is needed to help bring in more donations. 

 

Other    

Board Member Rymer asked about the incident report.  Mark stated someone stole the plaque off the 

exterior of Hardwick Field’s terminal building.  Several days ago, he received a call advising someone 

had broken into the terminal building.  He couldn’t tell if anything had been disturbed or not; but while 

he was there, he went ahead and had the officer do a report on the missing plaque.  They have purchased 

locks for the gate; but when people come in, they leave and don’t lock it back.  There is nothing else that 

can be done to protect the residents’ belongings there. 
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FBO Report 

Taylor Newman reported the following activity: 

 

 Approximately 4,800 gallons of jet fuel and 1,900 gallons of AVGAS were sold.  Crystal Air’s 

consumption of AVGAS was almost 800 gallons. 

 They are still averaging seeing a turbine airplane daily.  

 Transient activity has picked up and base customers are utilizing the facility on a daily basis. 

 Student activity is strong. 

 Charter activity has been slow.  

 Maintenance is steady, plus there is still a backlog. 

 

There are a couple of issues with the building, but Mark has been made aware of them and they are in 

progress. 

 

Board Member DeVault asked if all of Crystal Air’s charter plans were on their website.  Taylor said 

they should be.  There are four different types of five total planes. 

 

Board Member Rymer asked if additional tie downs were going to be installed.  Mark advised they were 

not needed at this time, but he was waiting until the new budget before he bought anymore.  Currently 

there is not a backlog on tie downs.   

 

Director’s Report 

Mark Fidler provided a synopsis of upcoming happenings for both CRJ and himself.  Today, he will be 

meeting with the Tennessee Valley Authority and Department of Energy to discuss use of the airport 

facilities as a staging area in the event of a disaster in the area.  Next week, Waste Connections will be 

visiting CRJ.  On the 25
th
, the Commissioner of Economic Development, Mr. Hagerty, will be flying in 

around 8:30 a.m.  He will have a briefing at the facility and then depart for a road show around the area.  

He will return around 4:00 p.m., and he and Mr. Wamp will then meet in one of the smaller meeting 

rooms.  March 8
th
 is the Tuskegee Airmen event.  On the 11

th
, Oak Ridge Development in conjunction 

with Bradley County Development will have a meeting to discuss a development in Oak Ridge for a 

uranium enrichment facility.   Later in the month of March, Wright Brothers Construction will be 

conducting management training meetings.  There are also several birthday parties scheduled. 

 

Caldwell Paving is to return to finish their work of striping and blacktopping in conjunction with the t-

hangar project.   

 

Both the t-hangars and the main hangar are full. 

 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS 

PDC Update - ALP Update 

Rick Hudgens reported the ALP meeting for the 90% review was three weeks ago.  Changes were made 

and two copies were sent to the State of Tennessee for their review from their Engineering and Planning 

Departments.  To date, we have not heard back from them; but are anticipating it will be very soon.  

They will send copies to the FAA for their review.  When they are finished, all changes, if any, will be 

incorporated; eleven copies will be printed and brought to the Authority for signatures.  Those eleven 

copies will then be returned to the State for additional signatures where they will distribute.   
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Board Member Rymer asked how long it will be before a new ALP will have to be done.  Rick said five 

to eight years unless it is outgrown.      

 

Justification Study 

Rick reported Mark was sent the contract about a week ago for signature and it has since been returned 

to the State.  Mark has already received several letters which will be needed to put together the 

justification for the runway study for a 700 ft. extension.  This should move very quickly.  Once it’s 

together, it will be sent to the State for their review.  He does not anticipate any problem justifying 700 

feet.  Once the contract has been fully executed, it will be thirty to forty-five days before the document 

is put together to present to the Board and the State. 

 

Board Member Rymer asked when things should start on the South Side Development.  Rick said the 

Geotechnical people were here on Wednesday.  Troy is going to start on the plans next week; and they 

have worked up a schedule which he will be sending to Mark.  It should start in the spring.  He would 

like to have that construction complete before the permit expires. 

 

Board Member Rymer said the diesel tank still needs to be moved.  Rick advised the tank was not slated 

to be moved until hangar construction starts. 

 

Hardwick Field Update   

Verrill Norwood reported he is still waiting on the FAA to send a letter releasing the land to the 

Authority.  He is expecting this by March 14
th
.  The Federal Register thirty day notice should expire the 

27
th
 or 28

th
 of this month.  After it expires, they will put the letters together.   

 

Each land piece has to be sold at the appraised price; an overage on one piece cannot count toward the 

shortage of another.  The only exception would be if it’s a wrap bid and it’s sold for a percentage above 

the total amount of the included pieces.      

 

Disposal will be in the form of an auction, either absolute or a reserve, but most likely reserve.  

Tentatively, he is looking for the auction to be sometime in May.  He is looking into ways to maximize 

the amount of money received for the property; and hoping to get more per acre for particular pieces.  In 

this process, you have to figure utilities.  The sewer is not subject to the moratorium on sewers because 

it’s there and it’s an extension.  If we had to install new sewer, that would hurt us.  All other utilities are 

out there.   

 

Once everything is figured out, an auction company will need to be selected and fees will have to be 

negotiated; ten percent seems to be the accepted amount, but he thinks that can be reduced.  There are 

three people that he knows of that are interested in the land under their hangars.  He has already told 

them it is buyer’s premium and the price on the appraisal has to be increased to that.   

 

Chairman Patten asked if there was a certain notice required.  John Kimball said he would have to look 

into that.  Typically, the City does not sell surplus property.  He feels, in the past, the notices may have 

been thirty days or more.         

 

NEW BUSINESS 

Retro Motion Authorizing the Chairman to Sign Addendum #1 for the Terminal Building Site 

Improvements 

Chairman Patten called for a retro motion authorizing him to sign Addendum #1 for the Terminal 
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Building Site Improvements.  Verrill Norwood so moved, seconded by Lynn DeVault and was 

unanimously passed. 

 

Retro Motion Authorizing the Chairman to Sign PDC Work Authorization #14-23 for the South Side 

Development 

Chairman Patten called for a retro motion authorizing him to sign PDC Work Authorization #14-23 for 

the South Side Development.  LeRoy Rymer so moved, seconded by Lynn DeVault and was 

unanimously passed. 

 

Retro Motion Authorizing the Chairman to Sign a Grant Contract for the Runway Extension 

Justification Study in the Amount of $20,000 

Chairman Patten called for a retro motion authorizing him to sign a grant contract for the Runway 

Extension Justification Study.  Lynn DeVault so moved, seconded by LeRoy Rymer and was 

unanimously passed. 

 

Weather Situations at Jetport 

Board Member DeVault started by saying ordinarily we don’t receive a lot of snow in this area; but the 

recent weather activity has caused problems with the larger jets and with the clearing of the runway.  It 

is unfortunate that an airport user had to prompt us to clear it.  In the past, the City has been responsible 

for clearing the runway; but apparently it was not on the priority list.  She thinks they need to 1) decide 

what equipment is needed for clearing the runway; and 2) make sure it is either a City priority or have 

the necessary equipment on-site.  It has been suggested a brush is needed to clear it so as not to damage 

the concrete or the markings.    

 

Something else that needs considered is de-icing which she feels should be the responsibility of the 

FBO.  If a plane needs to leave, it needs to leave.  If they request de-icing, they should pay for it.  She 

would like Mark to develop a plan in writing saying this is what we need to do, when we are going to do 

it and who is going to do it.  She doesn’t want to be unprepared for the next time. 

 

Mark thinks there may be some unrealistic expectations here on this type of an airport.  Board Member 

DeVault stated she understood that …there may be excuses from time to time; but to not have a plan is 

unacceptable.  Chairman Patten asked if the State had any guidelines on this for GA airports.  Rick 

Hudgens answered no; what usually happens is Mother Nature clears it.  Ronnie Fitzgerald stated 

Cleveland was a unique general aviation airport.  Board Member DeVault said that was the point.  We 

are out there soliciting…we built the airport for corporate use, so it needs to be operated for corporate 

use.  Maybe it snows and we have the luxury of no one going anywhere, but we don’t know that.   

 

Board Member DeVault made a motion for the Authority to ask Mark Fidler to prepare a winter 

weather plan of operation that addresses the need to clear the runway and possibly provide a de-

icing service.  Board Member Rymer said that yes, the airport was built for corporate use, but there are 

also a lot of people with prop planes that we wanted to move over.  He doesn’t look at it necessarily as a 

hobbyist situation.  It’s more than just for corporate people.  LeRoy seconded the motion saying it 

doesn’t necessarily mean the Authority is going to spend any money or anything but something needs to 

be in place and was unanimously passed.   

 

Rick Hudgens said he would compare CRJ to Smyrna.     
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Lou Patten – He wanted to know if insurance certificates have been received from all tenants.  Mark 

advised they are still coming in.   He also wanted to know if all their buildings have been insured.  

Melinda said yes.   

 

Verrill Norwood – The property east of the railroad is now vacant.  Ms. Leamon passed away on 

Tuesday and he has already been in contact with her family to remove the contents from the home.  The 

final bill will be submitted next week to the State so we can get our money back.  Money still has not 

been received from the last purchases the Authority made.   

 

The matter of the Right of First Refusal on the five acres at Hardwick is under consideration.
